Guidelines for abstracts

1. All abstracts may be submitted and presented in English using UK spelling. 
2. Abstracts should contain original material neither published nor presented elsewhere.
3. The structure of abstract should contain the following headings: 
          o Objectives    o Design and methods   o Results    o Conclusion 

Guidelines for papers
· Full papers may be submitted as a Word files and presented in fluent English using UK spelling. Paper has to be send via e-mail accompanied with the letter. 

· Papers should contain original material neither published nor presented elsewhere. 

· Papers will be subject to a review. Referee comments will be passed intact to authors. Proofs should be returned to the editor within 2 weeks. 
· The papers will be published in the Conference Proceedings book (with ISBN code) subject to a review. 

Manuscripts:
 The length of the paper should be not longer than 4000 words including the references. The essential contents of paper should be outlined in an abstract (about 150 words). At the end of the abstract a minimum of five key words should be supplied. Manuscripts should be double-spaced, with font size 12 (Times New Roman), and with margins of 2.54 cm on all four sides.  

References: 
References are given at the end of the text. Footnotes should not be used. All references cited in the text must appear in the reference list in APA format.
