Instructions & Guidelines

Before beginning to work on your application, please make sure to read these instructions carefully. Incomplete applications and applications received after the deadline will not be considered. You should give yourself enough time to assemble all the required application materials.

Note that your application must be submitted in English. All complete applications must include the following:

1. Application Form (see at the very bottom)


2. Curriculum Vitae (one A4 page)
Check your CV or resume to make sure that it is current and complete. Also, please include in your CV the following declaration:

“I hereby authorize Humanity in Action to process the personal data included in my CV and Application Form and other program related documents for the needs of the recruitment process and the program, in accordance with the Personal Data Protection Act of 29 August 1997 (Journal of Laws of 2002, No. 101, item 926, with subsequent amendments).”

3. Personal Statement (500 words maximum)
The purpose of this personal statement is for you to convey a sense of who you are beyond your accomplishments and to explain your motivations for applying to the HIA Poland’s ACTIVATION.pl. Please discuss the kinds of personal and intellectual experiences that you would bring to the program. Please also address the reasons for applying to the program and explain how this opportunity could help you realize some of your personal and professional aspirations for the next two years.

4. Application Essay (600 words maximum, Arial 12 point font, double-spaced) 

Do you agree or disagree with the following statement of Ralph W. Sockman: 

‘The test of courage comes when we are in the minority. The test of tolerance comes when we are in the majority’.

Use specific reasons and examples from the Middle-Eastern Europe to support your answer. 

Remember that a good essay will:

· State and develop on main point (a clear thesis statement). 

· Engage the issue raised by the prompt in a creative and critical way. 

· Express key ideas clearly and concisely. 

· Use specific examples to illustrate key ideas. 

· Be free of grammatical and typographical errors. 

· Use quotes and paraphrases sparingly and cite them clearly when used. 

5. Action Project Proposal (500 words maximum, Arial 12 point font, double-spaced) 
Please explain a human rights problem that you perceive in your local community, and develop a proposal that you could implement to help solve this problem. Explain what qualifies you to lead this project.

Note that this is a sample project and probably not the Action Project that you will implement after completion of the  ACTIVATION.pl program.

Remember that a good proposal will:

· Address a well-diagnosed, authentic problem of real importance in your community. 

· Contribute in an innovative manner to the problem-solving process. Remember that you do not need to solve the problem. It is enough to come up with ways of effectively diminishing the problem. 

· Be realistic and take into account your resources. Again, limit yourself to proposing courses of action that you could realistically implement. For example, do not write that certain laws in a given country need be changed, because you probably cannot accomplish that on your own. 

· Show what qualifies you to lead the project. 

· Be free of grammatical and typographical errors.
