KEY EVENTS

STUDY CIRCLES

Within THE CIVIC EDUCATION IN SUCCESSFUL COMMUNITIES project, GURT facilitated the
creation of pilot study circles in four communities in the Kyiv oblast (Sukachi in Ivankiv
rayon and Novyi Korogod in Borodyanka rayon) and Poltava oblast (Tarasivka and
Liutenski Budyshcha in Zinkiv rayon) using the Swedish model of adult education. The

main goal of the project is to address the most striking community development issues.

Over the course of the project, 11 STUDY CIRCLES were established that aim to increase
the leadership capacity of community members, solve community development

problems, and develop cultural opportunities.

SELF-HELP SCHOOL

GURT launched THE SELF-HELP SCHOOL in September 2012 for the first time. This is a
unique training program developed in order to increase the efficiency of solving local
problems in the community by creating a network of self-help group animators working
in communities. In 2013 4 sessions of the Self-Help School were held and 72 CSO and
community leaders from different regions of Ukraine participated. As a result of the
project, more tham 30 SELF-HELP GROUPS have been established.
